Hesse Elementary Behavior System
There are 6 BASIC RULES that all Hesse students are expected to follow:
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 Follow directions.

2. Respect others and their property.

3. Be prepared.

4. Use good manners. 
5. Use a zero voice level and walk in hallways.

6. Wear the required school uniform.

When your child breaks one of those rules, he/she will receive a “check.”  If your child receives 4 checks in a day or week, you will receive a Behavior Notice that will need to be signed and returned to school.  If your child receives 6 checks in one week, he/she will receive detention.
To keep you informed of your child’s behavior throughout the week, your child will receive a weekly report in his/her Friday Folder that looks like this:
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When your child does not follow one or more of the Hesse rules, you will see a check mark under the column of the rule broken on the day that your child received the check. You will need to sign the report each week so I know you have reviewed your child’s behavior with him/her.  
If your child displays behavior that I feel you need to know about before your child’s Friday Folder reaches your hands, I will e-mail you or call you.
